DECADE OF TELANGANA CELEBRATIONS”
Horticulture education in Erstwhile Andhra Pradesh was initiated under Dr. YSR Horticultural University with head Quarters at Venkataramanagudem during 2007 and after formation on new state of Telangana in 2014 separate horticultural University viz., Sri Konda Laxman Telangana State Horticultural University was established  on 23rd December 2014 at Rajendranagar, Hyderabad. It is he first horticulture university in the state of Telangana and fourth in the country. The mission, goal & primary mandate of the University is to excel as Centre of Excellence in Horticulture Education, Research and Extension in the field of Horticulture ad allied sciences.
To impart quality education to the students of Telangana in Horticulture Sri Konda Laxman Telangana State Horticultural University established two colleges at Rajendranagar and Mojerla, Wanaparthy Dist in 2007 which offers 4 years B.Sc(Hons.) Horticulture degree programme and two years Post Graduate Programmes in Horticulture. After a decade of its establishment it has crossed many academic milestones and is known for its academic excellence in imparting quality education.
ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENTS:

· Currently, 707 UG students are enrolled in B.Sc (Hons.) Horticulture programme and 79 students are pursuing M.Sc(Hort) and 16 students pursuing Ph.D in departments like Vegetable Science, Floriculture & Landscape architecture and Fruit science, 16 students in Ph.D. Among this 68.5 of the students are girl students.

· So far 990 UG and 270 M.Sc (Hort.) students and 47 Ph. D students from departments like Vegetable Science, Floriculture and Landscape architecture,  Fruit Science, PSMA  are graduated and received their degrees from this University.

·  University has conducted its 1st Convocation of SKLTSHU, Mulugu on 7th April, 2021 in ONLINE mode at  Auditorium, PJTSAU, Rajendranagar and three students of College of Horticulture, Mojerla viz., Ms. Susmitha Singham (OGPA : 9.07), Ms. Sai Supriya (OGPA:9.27 ) and Ms. Nomula Sravani (OGPA: 8.89 ) have received University Gold medals for securing highest grade Point at University level for three consecutive years  2017, 2018, 2019, respectively.

· 2nd Convocation of SKLTSHU, Mulugu was held on 23rd December , 2022 and Mr. M. Kishore  of 2016 batch student of COH, Mojerla has received University Gold medal for  securing highest OGPA of 9.23 
· Since, 2014 a total of 32 UG students belongs to both the colleges have secured ranks in ICAR- AIEEE exam and received JRF fellowship for pursuing Master degrees. 
· 12 students of this University pursuing Master’s degree in different disciplines at Premier Institute IARI, New Delhi.

· Till now 186 students received M.Sc. (Hort.) degree programme from SKLTSHU, Mulugu and More than 120 students pursued Masters programme from other State Agricultural Universities which are located across the India.
· A total of 10 students of college of Horticulture, Mojerla pursuing their Masters in Food Technology, MBA, Data analytics at Foreign Universities at UK, Australia, Canada, US.

· Mr. C. Aprajeet 2018 admitted batch student who has graduated from College of Horticulture, Mojerla in 2022 secured seat in Indian Institute of Management (IIM), Sirmoor. Similarly, Ms. Kavya of 2016 admitted batch student of COH, Mojerla who has been graduated in 2020 secured seat in Indian Institute of Management (IIM), Trichy during 2023.

· A total of 51 % of the students are working in private sectors, 24 % working as Horticulture Officers, 8% working as Assistant Professors, 9% in Banking sectors, 4 % each became entrepreneurs and settled in other departments in l

· Students are very active in extra-curricular activities and a total of 280 students participated in All India Inter Agriculture Universities Sports and Games Meet held at different agricultural universities like Assam, Haryana, Coimbatore, Punjab, Tirupathi etc. in the last 10 years.
· 110 students of this University has participated in All India Inter Agricultural Youth Festival – Agri Unifest held at different Agricultural Universities located at Bengaluru, Bhuvaneshwar, Tirupathi, Gujarat, Chattisgarh and Mr. G. Prashanth  student from COH, Mojerla  received fourth prize in debate competition during 2020 at Raipur.
· M. Kishore Reddy, R. Vinayak, G. Vamshi students of College of Horticulture, Mojerla  secured 6thposition and  Mr. Vikas, Mr. Shivateja, Ms. Vidyasree received 10th positions in  Quiz competition conducted by SBI –numeroyono at Osmania Auditorium in 2019.

 The SKLTSH University, Mulugu and its two  colleges COH, Rajendranagar and COH, Mojerla have got ICAR accreditation by the NAEB-ICAR, Govt. of India for a period of 5 years  from 2016 to 2021 and March 2021 to March 2026. Subsequently, B.Sc (Hons) Horticulture programme and PG and Ph. D programme in Vegetable Science, Fruit science Floriculture & Landscape architecture, PSMA departments.
OTHER ACHIEVEMENTS

· College was supported with two hostels viz., Boys and Girls hostels since 2011. Boys hostel was provided with 39 rooms (Three floors, each has 13 rooms) and were occupied with nearly 60 -70 students.  Girls hostel: It was supported with 27 rooms and were occupied by around 80-90 students and Expansion of Girl hostel has been taken up during the  academic year 2022-23 and 20 extra rooms are constructed which can accommodate 100  Students and inaugurated by Sri. S. Niranjan Reddy garu, Hon’ble Minister for Agriculture, Govt. of Telangana on 30-1-2023.

· Hostels are Upgraded during 2017 & 2018 with  solar water heating system,  solar street lights  of existing facilities, CC roads in college, Painting of hostel buildings,  Staineless dining tables.
· A total of 8 Staff quarters were constructed in the year 2017 in order to create safety staying facility to teaching and non teaching staff
COH, Rajendranagar : 

· College was supported with Boys and Girls hostel since 2011. Girls hostel was provided with 85 rooms and were occupied with nearly 270 students.  However, boys hostel was supported with 55 rooms and were occupied by around 145 students. Since, 2015 admission of girl students increased and to accommodate increased strength of the students additional floor was constructed in both the hostels during 2016, 2018 and 2019. 
· Further, facilities were created by constructing independent wing for library and e- library during 2018 at Rajendranagar. 

· To improve the students skills in extra-curricular activities a separate Cricket ground was constructed during the year 2018. Multi gym facility was provided to the students during 20222  
PROJECTS:

· World Bank funded National Agriculture Higher Education Project under Innovation Grants entitled “Strengthening of College of Horticulture for attaining ICAR Accreditation.” Worth of Rs. 2.85 crores sanctioned to College of Horticulture, Mojerla for a period of three years from 2019 to 2023. 

· Laboratories and Digital library were strengthened by purchasing 10 equipment’s, instruments and farm implements and 20 computers  with 125 TB server with NAHEP funds worth of Rs. 26.5 lakhs.

· A total of 25 training programmes and 5 workshops, 8 short visits were conducted to the Students and faculty of College of Horticulture, Mojerla to impart skill oriented knowledge and entrepreneurship skills among the students.

DFMT Project :

District Collector and Megistrate has sanctioned Rs. 5 lakhs to College of Horticulture, Mojerla for the project entitled Establishment and Supply of Vegetable Plug seedling to the Farmers of Wanaparthy District . Accordingly, Mr. Nagaraju, Assistant Professor acted as project coordinator and 2 lakh seedlings of tomato, brinjal and chilli were distributed to the farmers of Peddmaandadi, Mojerla, Chinnamandai villages with an object to promote horticultural crops in the village and encourage farmers for crop diversification.

Instructional Farm : 

Establishment of Instructional Farm at Madanapuram: During the year 2017, the Government of Telangana has allotted 50 acres of land at Madanapuram under to  College of Horticulture, Mojerla for establishment of instructional farm. The Instructional farm was established with compound wall, drip irrigations system (11 acres) and planted with certain fruit crops  like mango, guava, custard apple, pomegranate, fig, annual moringa, karonda, sour soup, manila tamarind and dragon fruit. Oil palm plantation is in progress.
      Training Programme organized to the farmers and students at College Campus
· Students are trained in different aspects of horticulture like commercial horticulture, preparation of value added products, Mushroom cultivation, Bee keeping, Mass production of biopesticides,  protected cultivation of high value horticultural crops under Horticultural Experiential Learning Programmes. 

· Dr. J. Shankaraswamy, Asst. Professor has conducted training to the Self Help Group (SHG) women on preparation of value added products like soaps, shampoos, agarbatti  during 2022 for a period of 15 days which is organized by DRDA, Wanaparthy  with NABAR fund. One women farmer Mrs. Mothibhai of Chikuruchintha Thanda of Wanaparthy Dist. was trained  on preparation of value added products and developed as Entreprenuer and received award from CIMAP, Lucknow in 2023. 
· College of Horticulture, Mojerla has organized One day training programme on Horticulture as entrepreteneurship to rural youth to the 50 progressive farmers and youth on 3rd March 2023 with the help of funds sanctioned by  TSCOT, Telangana on the eve of National Science Day, 2023.  
Extension Activities 

Village Adoption Programme: College of Horticulture, Mojerla has adopted Chinnamandadi village of Wanaparthy District for disseminating the advance technologies and to create awareness among the farmers on different horticultural crops. Every Wednesday our faculty members (Maximum 3no.)visit the adopted village i.e. Chinnamandadi and give necessary suggestions to farmers for doubling their farm income. Accordingly many farmers showed interest and started cultivating vegetables since one year.

Primitive Tribal Group (PTG)/Tribal

· College of Horticulture, Mojerla has adopted two Primitive Tribal Group’s (PTG’s) Villages at Appapur&Bourapur of Nagar Kurnool District under “ Nutritional Intervention Programme- under PTG’s Village Adoption” and Provided training on the good management practices on fruits and vegetable cultivation in Kitchen garden and supplied vegetable seeds and fruit plants to the selected households in both the villages. An amount of Rs. 2.5 lakhs is allotted to execute the programme with share from Governor as well as University funds.
1. After the bifurcation of Telangana State, admissions for B.Sc. (Hons) Horticulture was conducted in coordination with PJTSAU from the AY 2014-15 onwards.

2. Number of students’ intake was 120 inclusive of EAMCET, ICAR and HortiCET in 2014 and gradually increased to 291 in 2022. Implemented EWS (Economically Weaker Section) quota with an intake of 10% of Total Intake seats from 2022 admissions onwards.

3. Payment seat (Self Finance Seats) were increased from 20 seats in 2014 to present 40 seats, with a fee of 14 lakhs upto 2021 and now 9 lakhs for four years from 2022 admissions onwards

4. NRI/NRI sponsored quota seats will be introduced from 2023 Academic Year onwards with a Fee structure of 19 lakhs for four years

5. Successfully conducted two convocations and conferred degrees to all the graduated students (UG, PG and Ph.D) on date totalling 1104 students under the seal of SKLTSHU. This includes 895 B.Sc (Hons) Horticulture, 186 M.Sc. Horticulture and 23 Ph.D (Horticulture) students. 

6. Signed an agreement with TSOnline to implement Question Paper Digitalization, Digital Question Paper Delivery and Digital Evaluation of Semester Final Exams of B.Sc (Hons) Horticulture from the AY 2022-23 onwards through a secured portal of TCSion.

7. Registration of SKLTSHU in DigiLocker portal for implementation NAD (National Academic Depository) and ABC (Academic Bank of Credits). All the academic records of Students from the inception of SKLTSHU will be uploaded in NAD portal for use of Students, stakeholders (Employers and Educational Institutions in India and abroad) for authentication of degrees

8. Submitted data of all the Graduated students to TSCHE (Telangana State Council for Higher Education) for SAVS (Student Academic Verification Service) an initiative by Ministry of Higher Education to eradicate the menace of Fake Certificates in the state of Telangana. This SAVS can be used by Students, Employers and Academic Institutions.

9. Our SKLTSH University is mapped to ICAR’s Consortium of e-Resources in Agriculture (CeRA) a digital source for students and faculty

10. Forest College and Research Institute is affiliated to SKLTSHU and from 2019 admitted batch on wards Degrees of B.Sc (Hons) Forestry will be conferred under the Seal of SKLTSHU

11. From the AY 2021 affiliation to Three Private Educational Societies/Trusts were accorded to establish Horticulture Polytechnics (HPT) to offer 2 years Diploma in Horticulture course with an intake of 40 seats per HPT, apart from two constituent HPTs of SKLTSHU. The intake of students in 2014 was 25 per HPTs and present intake from 2021 onwards seats were enhanced to 40 per HPT

12. Medium of instructions in HPTs was Telugu until 2021 admissions and only Rural area (Non-municipal) students with SSC or equivalent qualification were eligible. From 2022 academic year onwards the medium of instructions was changed to English and with a provision of 40% seats to students from Urban areas (Municipal areas).
